Only Way is Essex and for those of
us who are not fortunate enough to
own a BMW X5, every little helps
when it means you can leave your
pillows, tent and barbecue at home.

Humble Bee Farm in Flixton near
Scarborough has funky alternative
facilities for a 6glamping7 h o l i d ay.
Its cluster of eight wooden wigwams
is a cute alternative to ground
sheets and bumpy grass.

Complete with beds to sleep up to
five (two adults and three children)
their own electricity supply, fridge,
kettle, toaster, microwave and
electric barbecue outside, the
wigwams have everything you will
ever need for a relaxing break.

A separate toilet, kitchen and
shower block on site gives you the
added comfort and the chance to
still look your best and a play area
will keep the kids entertained for
h o u r s.

Set in the valley, just a few miles
from Filey and around 12 miles
from Scarborough, the camp site is
a great way to escape the endless
work texts and e-mails . as the
limited mobile phone signal leaves
you unreachable and able to
recharge your batteries.

Our Boggle-hole wigwam was part
of a special glamping package (from
�175 for two nights) so it included
bedding, cutlery, cups, plates,
candles, fire pit, fairy lights,
bunting, wine, chocolates, bacon,
sausages and eggs.

Inside it was modern, warm and
cosy. A small window at the back
and roof skylight let in enough
warm sunshine during the day and
the pine wood d¨cor took me back to
a childhood wish . for my own
wooden Wendy house. And some 20
years later I finally experienced that
dream and sleeping inside it was
like having my very own hide out.

Excited to explore the nearby
attractions, we popped down the
road to spend the afternoon on the
sea front at Filey.

With just ample shops to browse it
was time to return to Humble Bee to
make a start on tea.
